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St. Mary's Mahila Shikshan Kendra

Annual Rug Event ðSeptember 11-25, 2010

In 1970, a group of Dominican nuns organized a sewing and embroidery 

centre called St. Mary's Mahila Shikshan Kendra. Here women use their 

traditional skills to create distinctive Gujarti style embroidery art with 

mirrorwork and motifs of peacocks, elephants, flowers, and ferns. The 

artisans use locally-produced thread and handloomed cotton, thus helping 

other small producers. Approximately 400 women are employed full time, 

and another 100 part time.

Women stop by twice a week to pick up supplies and then 

work from home as they care for their children - nearly 40% 

of the women are the major wage earners for their families. 

St. Mary's is intentionally a mix of Christian, Hindu, and 

Muslim artisans. During the 2002 religious riots in Gujarat 

state, St. Mary's, with its history of religious understanding, 

became a refuge for many from the chaos and violence.  

Since then, St. Maryôs has been involved in helping with the 

reconstruction of the city.
